
PACKING LIST FOR THE DOMINICAN REPUBLIC


1. LUGGAGE – 50 lb limit and 62 linear inch (length+width+height) limit. $30 first suitcase, $40 for second. Personal 
bag and carry-on is free


2. SHOTS – Hepatitis A & updated tetanus suggested but not required. We stay in Santo Domingo, visiting 
Barahona area only during daylight.  No other areas visited.


3. PASSPORT – Apply as soon as possible. Put copy of passport in suitcase.


4. BIBLE :)


5. CASH FOR SNACKS AND SOUVENIRS – 10‐$1 bills for SNACKS in the villages. Dominican pesos 
recommended on SHOPPING DAY. There is a money changer in the DR airport.


6. CANDY ‐ giveaway at Vacation Bible School


7. CELL PHONE – for US airports, use as an alarm/flashlight. VERY expensive to call/text overseas. My phone will 
be available to anyone for free.  Best to keep phone on “airplane mode” unless using wifi or have a carrier plan.  
Wifi limited.


8. MEDICINES – bring personal meds for headaches, stomachaches, heat rashes, backaches, sleep aids, etc. 
Simple first aid kit and emergency meds available.


9. COOL CLOTHING FOR WORKSITE – t‐shirts, shorts, hats, bandanas (4 days). Women- no short shorts/Sports 
bras should NOT show, no strapless. This will be monitored.


10. BACKPACK – for worksite


11. CHURCH CLOTHES – dress/pants for girls (no strapless), pants/collared or polo shirt/guys


12. CASUAL CLOTHES – for shopping, sightseeing, restaurant (3 days)


13. BATHING SUITS –one piece or tankini for girls


14. SUNSCREEN


15. FAN (BATTERY OR ELECTRIC)/EXTENSION CORD – used for sleep! Standard outlets


17. WORK GLOVES – 2 pair, for worksite


18. TOWELS & WASHCLOTHES (2 each)


19. SPORTS EQUIPMENT TO PLAY WITH KIDS (frisbees, balls) - optional


20. TOILETRIES INCLUDING SOAP


21. SNACKS, DRINK MIX PACKETS


22. SPANISH DICTIONARY


23. *****WATER BOTTLES (2), water provided, VERY IMPORTANT******


24. BUG SPRAY


25. WET WIPES – Dominicans love em and you will be happy to have them!


26. PLAYING CARDS/GAMES-optional


28. FLIP FLOPS or WATER SHOES - shower and beach day


29. PLASTIC GARBAGE BAGS – trash, wet clothes, many uses


30. TENNIS SHOES (2 pair)
